Now there is available a superb sea-
side dining experience at the new Holdfast Shores development with magnif-
icent ocean views from the foreshore, and stunning sunsets. A new precinct
on the waterfront has arrived.

A typical seaside resort, Glenelg is a fun place to visit for locals and visitors
alike. It has a fairground atmosphere, amusement parks and jetties to walk
along at sunset. At just 10km from the Adelaide CBD on the shores of Gulf St
Vincent, Glenelg is easily accessible by tram along Jetty Road. As the town
was the first site of British settlement in South Australia before the colony
moved to Adelaide, the area has some historical significance. Of particular in-
terest is the arch-like Old Gum Tree where Governor Hindmarsh read the
proclamation declaring South Australia a British colony in 1836.

The development provides retail areas, residential apartments, a five star
hotel, and importantly for the visitor, the addition of an entertainment com-
plex, a library and attractive large urban areas open to the public.
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Stage One is now complete, which includes the retail areas, three build-
ings - Marina Pier, Marina East and Light's Landing, and the construction of a
marina at the mouth of the Patawalonga River.

Stage Two A is progressing to finalisation with the construction of the
Hotel now complete.

The architectural design gathers the multiple activities on the site, to give a
clear and unambiguous sense of arrival. From the point of arrival the direc-
tions to each component of the development is stated in simple visual terms
elegantly expressed at ground level with a play in massing and voids. The
complexity of the planning is not obvious at first glance, but opens up dis-
cretely as each space is entered. Tying all of this together is the strong vi-
sual expression of concrete elements and integrally coloured structural pre-
cast concrete frames.
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All three buildings in stage one are constructed from reinforced and post-ten-
sioned concrete. Concrete was selected for its durability and speed of con-
struction. Durability was a real feature in the design of all structural and
fagade elements due to the highly exposed marine position.
